This year 2,400 Canadian women will be diagnosed with ovarian cancer.  With no early detection test, many of these women will be diagnosed with advanced disease and 60% will not survive past 4 years.  As leaders in the fight against this disease, the Canadian Gynecologic Cancer Group (CG2) is working hard to change the outcome of this disease. One of the key tactics is greater awareness about it among the public, and to that end, we are writing to seek your help and support in having September officially proclaimed Ovarian Cancer Month in the House of Commons.

CG2 is an alliance of the Society of Gynecologic Oncologists of Canada, who are the specialists who treat ovarian cancer, Ovarian Cancer Canada, and the National Ovarian Cancer Association, both Canadian charitable organizations working to address support, education and awareness, and to attract research funding.  

For the past six years, a national awareness drive about ovarian cancer has focused on September, which we have recognized as Ovarian Cancer Month in a statement of unity with sister organizations in the United States. Each year a national public awareness campaign has been launched to reach well women across Canada and inform them about the signs and symptoms of this disease.  As there is no early detection test for ovarian cancer and the symptoms are general and non-specific, we feel this campaign is critical to changing the outcome of this disease, as well as to raising awareness in general about the need for increased funding for much needed research
